Tolworth Project Draft Strategy
Representations By The Mineral Products Association
We refer to the Tolworth Project Draft Strategy which came to our attention after the close of the consultation period and to the representations made by one of our members, Day Group Ltd. 
The Mineral Products Association is the principal trade association representing the quarrying industry in Great Britain. Our members represent 100% of GB cement production, 90% of GB aggregates production and 95% of GB asphalt and ready-mixed concrete production. 

We wish to raise a concern about proposals to develop land adjacent to the Tolworth Depot site and to support the representations made on behalf of Day Group Ltd. 

The Tolworth Depot and sites like it are aggregates railhead sites of strategic importance especially to a city like London, which depends heavily on imported aggregates sourced from great distances. The London Plan (Policy 4A.31) requires DPDs to protect existing railhead capacity to handle and process aggregates. The policy for safeguarding wharves in London might equally be applied to railheads. This says, ensure adjacent development is designed accordingly to minimise the potential for conflicts of use and disturbance. 
We recognise that the Draft Strategy mentions in passing the need to address layout and design when dealing with noise and air quality issues on Site 5: Former Government Offices, Toby Jug PH and Marshall House sites. However, it is imperative that the Strategy fully recognises the strategic importance of Tolworth Depot and fully safeguards it by making sure that its operations are not compromised in any way by ill considered development on adjacent sites.
