
Lancashire Possible Minerals and Waste Site Allocations and Development Management Policies
Representations of the Mineral Products Association 

The Association has the following comments on the Possible Minerals and Waste Site Allocations and Development Management Policies consultation document. 
Options for Safeguarding our Mineral Resources
The Association supports the selection of MSA Option 1 and therefore the favoured MSA Option. It is important to safeguard the whole deposit since designated areas are not absolute constraints and mineral working could take place in them should the national need tests be satisfied. Despite the possible duplication involved in such designated areas, the Association believes it is important for local authorities to recognise the significance of safeguarding minerals and taking them into account in all planning decisions whatever the status of the area concerned. 
Options for Allocating Inert Waste Recycling Facilities
The Association supports the principle of the Favoured IWR Option of identifying suitable mineral workings for permanent recycling facilities plus locations in industrial areas. However, we offer no comment about the sites selected as a part of that process. 
Options for Allocating Minerals Sites
The Association supports the principle of the Favoured AMS Option of identifying suitable mineral workings for future development. However, we offer no comment about the site selected as a part of that process. 

Options for Managing Road Transport
The Association supports the principle of the Favoured ART Option of identifying suitable sites for future rail depots and wharves. However, we offer no comment about the sites selected as a part of that process, or about the sites identified for access improvements. 

Options for Allocating Landfill Capacity
The Association supports the principle of the Favoured ALC Option Inert Waste of restricting the use of inert waste to the restoration of mineral workings.  However, we offer no comment about the sites selected as a part of that process. 

Options for Other Development Management Policies
The Association supports the principle of the Favoured DM Option. We congratulate the authorities on the intention to produce brief local planning documents that avoid duplication and recognise that the development plan is much wider than just the Minerals and Waste Framework. In addition, we also approve of the intention to produce a guidance document bookmarking relevant polices in other parts of the development plan. None of the proposed subjects for policies such as a development control test for planning considerations, planning obligations, energy recovery and restoration pose any problems for the Association in principle. We therefore await with interest the consultation on the submission document for consideration of the detailed text of the proposed policies. 
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
